· Objectively select and accurately present in an unbiased format, current methods and evidence generally accepted in the medical and scientific community.

· Discuss positive (favorable) and negative (unfavorable) information in an intellectually informative and balanced manner using the highest level of evidence available.

· Be impartial, using generic names when speaking about technologies, programs, products, devices, drugs and/or services.

· Use trade names only for clarification.  

· Provide strong support from the overall body of evidence if they claim superiority of one technology, program, product, device, drug or service over another.
· *Refrain from discussing consulting/referral related services or distributing promotional materials at the meeting.

*AUA requires a fair and balanced approach without self-promotion and/or specific device or pharmaceuticals and promotion.
